Mass-distance pricing:
charging trucks by their weight and distance travelled, for a user-pays by amount of damage to road approach

“Predict and provide"
Outmoded idea that since traffic has been increasing, we should build more roads to cater for them (evidence suggests this actually induces more traffic)

"Just-in-time" freight”
Instead of keeping a stock of shirts at the shop or exhaust pipes at the car factory, they are being ordered as they are needed - saving on storage space but lots more trucks on the roads.

Hypothecation 
Earmarking funds for a special purpose or putting conditions on it, like the Medicare levy, so it's not just going into consolidated revenue

VKT: 
Motor Vehicle Kilometres Travelled- measurement of the amount of travelling done - governments are trying to constrain the growth in VKT.

BTRE: 
Bureau of Transport and Regional Economics – conservative research body in the Department of Transport and Regional Services.

Intellegent Transport Systems: 
(no, not bikes) technology applications like automated speed control, GPS guidance systems, automatic crash avoidance.
